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Summer Junior Tournament at Winston Lake Golf Course

Rules Sheet
Notice to Competitors

· USGA rules will govern all play except for the following local rules:

· We will be placing low profile cones of different colors on the course and all players will start each hole from one of those cones. Specific directions are below… 
· Participant Groupings and cones (tees) to be played: 

· Green Group>
Green Cones
· Blue Group>Blue Cones 
· Red Group>Red Cones 
· A ball lying in your “own fairway” may be, without penalty, lifted cleaned, and placed within one club-length of where it originally lay (stopped), not nearer the hole.
· You must pick up your ball if your score reaches two over par (Double Bogey) and record (write down) that score for the hole (Example: On a Par Hole, 4 the two over par score is a 6) 
· To assist with pace of play, we have modified the rule concerning a lost ball or unplayable ball. If a ball is hit into the WOODED AREA or WOOD CHIPS on the right or left of any golf hole, a player MUST do one of the following:

· If they find the ball, they get the ball and drop it at the closest spot that is not in the woods or the wood chips and add 1 stroke to the score.
· If they can’t find the ball, they will drop a ball at the closest spot that is not in the wooded area or the wood chips and add 1 stroke to the score.
· For any rules questions that cannot be resolved while on the course, play an alternate ball and record both scores. The question will be resolved by the rules committee upon the completion of play.
Format

· Red & Blue Groups

9-Holes Individual stroke play
· Green Group


6-holes individual stroke play
Player Assistance/ Spectator Conduct

· All Players can use a caddie 

· All players must walk the entire competition 

· Pull/Push Carts may be utilized by any player

· Spectators/Parents/Guardians that are not serving as caddies are:

· NOT permitted to give advice or golf strategy to any player

· Allowed to observe no closer than from the cart path area 

· Encouraged to assist with a potential lost ball from any player

Scoring
· Players will record (write down) their score on the official scorecard provided 
· Ties for all Groupings will be broken by a match of cards using the last 6 holes, the last 3 holes and, if necessary, the last hole
Dangerous Weather
· If play is suspended because of a dangerous weather condition, play MUST stop and not be continued until play has been approved by the committee. Players will be notified by a siren. Players should mark their position with a tee or ball marker, etc. before leaving. 
· Penalty for not abiding the discontinuance of play – Disqualification for the tournament
Pace of Play
· Remember to play as fast as you can while still trying your best!
· You must pick up your ball and record (write down) your score if your score reaches two over par (Double Bogey) (Example: On a par 4 the two over par score -Double Bogey- is a 6) 

· First Tee Staff and HBCU Summer Interns will be enforcing the pace of play for every group
· If any players fall more than one hole behind the group in front of them, they might be asked to skip to the next hole and record (write down) a two-over par score (double bogey) score for the hole(s) they skipped 
Completion of Play
· At the completion of play, players will attest (double check scores and sign) your scorecards
· Turn your cards to one of the First Tee Staff or HBCU Interns at the scoring area
